Learning activities submitted for certificate renewal are to contribute directly to professional growth and enhance the employee’s professional skills or expertise. In the course of five years there should be 2 or more different types of activities. The rubric below is intended to provide guidelines for granting of CEU’s across the NAD. The Union Certification Officers have the authority to determine units granted.

	Continuing Education Units Criteria and Guidelines
1. Continuing Education Units (CEU) are earned by participation in professional learning activities that extend and enhance professional capacity.  Therefore, please note that activities which are part of a person’s duties (e.g., sponsorships, field trips, course preparation, school planning and ad hoc committees, etc.) do not qualify for continuing education.  

2. Continuing Education Units are NOT applicable for the renewal of the Conditional or Basic Certificates, or for upgrading a Basic Certificate to a Standard Certificate.

3. Renewal of a Standard Teaching Certificate:  10 semester (15 quarter) hours of renewal credit; 4 semester (6 quarter) hours of these must be academic credits.  The remaining 6 semester (9 quarter) hours can be non-academic hours (18 CEUs or 180 clock hours).

4. Renewal of a Professional Teaching Certificate:  6 semester (9 quarter) hours of renewal credit, either academic or non-academic (18 CEUs or 180 clock hours).

5. For each renewal period, teaching professionals must submit evidence from at least TWO approved activities listed on the form.

6. 1 CEU = 10 clock hours. 0.1 CEU = 1 hour (see table below for equivalent semester/quarter credits).

7. Mirror 4.7.3 in Cert. Manual Submission process based on Union/conference protocol.

8. Units will be recorded only when verified by the Superintendent.
